The Belative merits of voting by ballot or rtca
race, at <>ur popular elections, has engaged oc-
casional attention in this country, and is a favo-
r i t e topic of discussion among those of more roa-
tuta age as well as in college debating societies,
In i which It 'claims frequently an importance
hardly: inferior to the renowned question whether
Cccs'ar was a great man. A recent proceeding
of the Senate of Massachusetts seems to show a
d e t e r m i n a t i o n , as far as that body can control the
subject , to set a decided example in favor of the
mode which it emphatically terms the secret ba l -
lot ay stem. Not content with the plan adopte'd
in o ther States in which (he vote by ballot pre-
vails, where the name of the preferred candidate
is simply written or printed on a piece of "paper
and dropped into 'the box, the Massachusetts•»"»«J «*«Wp.p» — •— BM« ...V W V . . T . . . _ . - - . „ . - _ _ - . _ - _ _ - . . ,

Senate .Ordains that each ballot shall be sealed
up in an envelope before the voter deposits it.—
Thfj National Intelligencer, remarking upon this
proposition, and-the merits of the various modes
of voting, holdd the following language: ,

"lApajrt from thecumbroOsnesrof the proceed-
ing, it may be doubted if that mode would be
efficacious in securing greater freedom and p u r i -
ty in elections, and whether the opportunity af-'
forded for the indulgence of ba'd fai th and (he con-
cealment of duplicity may not well counterbal-
ance any disadvantage? supposed to arise from
an open declaration of a preference, such as-a
want ofj independence and fearlessness of opin-
ion, fr the dread of opposing oneself to an i n f l u -
ence which might be hurtful to the interests of
an adverse voter. We believe tbe day has pass-
ed when such reasons should have weight in this
country. Even in Europe, where tbe ballot has
been thought necessary, we apprehend that the
danger of undue influence,over the electors, un-
der the oral toting, baa been exaggerated; and
though doubtless, many cases of corruption have
occurred, yet'they have tended to work their own
cure, i Take the case of Sadler'* election in Eng-
land, in 1820, in which tbe Duke of Newcastle
turned out all his tenants because they would not
support his candidate ; a flagrant injustice, which
was characterized aa bormtgh-mongering by an
indignant public, and had probably ncrlittle part:
in bringing about tbe reforms which soon after
followed. So in France, where tbe power and
patronage of the government are far more openly
exercised to control important elections it has
happened that the independence of tbe elective
franchise baa been asserted, as in 1837, where,
in spite of all the threats acid persecution of the
Minister Vilfege, tbe people decided tbe elections
in favor of their owa candidates, and tbe govern-

of my recollection, acquJesced in generally by
the CoBvention, that ther« were eertaio of these
linwtaticDS upon the powers of the government,
or -guaranties, as they have been ca led, in their
character, immediately, (at least ia the view la-
ken of this subject by some gentlemen,) connect-
ed with the question of basis. Tbe idea waa ac-
quiesced in, if I an not mistaken, that it would
be proper for the committee charged with the
subject of the basis and apportionment of repre-
sentation, to have committed !» its charge ihe
consideration of this question.

Accordingly, a series of resolutions, which I
bad the honor to present early in the month of
January, were referred to this committee. No
action has been had by the committee upon tbe
subject. It is true that most of tbe resolutions
of a similar character submitted to tbe Conven-
tion were referred to the Committee on the Le-
gislative Department, and have been reported
upon. The resolutions submitted by myself, and
which, alone were referred to the Committee on
tbe Basis, have not been acted upon or consider-
ed by any committee — other gentlemen bavin;;
taken a d i f f e r en t view of the subject— nor was it
even printed, it being suggested to me at the
time I offered the resolutions that they would ap-
pear on the journal, and that that won d accom-
plish the purpose of calling the attention of tho
Convention to t h e i r character. Now , the course
'which the debate has taken on thia subject, it
strikes me, shows manifestly the 'importance of
doing what this resolution proposes to be done and
n the best form in which it can be done. I wa*
gratified to find, from the course of argument of
he gentleman from Fanquier, (Mr. Scott,) that

he had adopted what seetned to me to be the true
' m o d e of arguing 'the question now before the
Convention in regard to the basis and a p p o r t i o n -
ment of representation.-- I was gratified when t
heard the gentlemen from Fauquier give to the'
debate a turn of a more useful and profitable
character, in my judgment, than these arguments
about the right ot the jus mnjoris, this a priori
reasoning about the formation of g o v e r n m e n t , and
about the condition of men before government
was formed, all 6f which, to my poor apprehen-
sion, is Greek.

I understand nothing about it. I believe in no
such thing as mankind'* ever existing without
government. 'And here permit-, me to say on

[this subject, that I am not a conservative, nor can
1 agree precisely to be classed as an in f in i t e radi-
cal, w i t h my friend from Accomae (Mr. Wise.)
Tarn a utilitarian, and ij I stand alone, as the
leader and rank and file of that. party, that is my.

.position. I go for tho practical, and against the
theoretic and abstract and speculative.' As to
the condition of man before government ' was
formed, I know nothing of it. But, aa f was re-
marking the debate had taken a practical turn,
since the period when the gentleman from Fau-
quier addressed the committee. I -Was extremely-
gratified to hear him announce, if I understood
him aright, that he was satisfied that l imitations
or guaranties, as they are called, could be framed
and incorporated in the constitution which would
remove the apprehensions that are entertained by
so many of our eastern brethren, especially in re-
gard to. this lax-laying and appropriating power.
When I heard him -announce that proposition, J
thought 1 began to see day break, and that there .
was some hope, that we would not on If soon
reach the end of our labors, but that we should
be enabled to settle these questions amicably and
satisfactorily. But my hopes very soon vanished.
when I heard the gentleman announce tbe other
proposition, that he was also satisfied that th»
guaranties necessary in order to affect that pur-
pose, would destroy this grand system of inter-
nal improvement, of which he announced himsel f
to be to ardent and zealous an advocate. Now,
I take issue with him upon that subject. I came
here as tamest and «s fast a friend ot a - judic ious
(if I may be allowed to nse a term which has
been greatly perverted in reference to another
subject) system of internal improvement as. the
gentleman from Fanquier, rr any other- gentle-
man upon this floor. But if there is any one
thing which I propose to aid in accomplishing
and to exert all my 'humble faculties in this Con-
vention to accomplish, it it that of cutting up by
the roots, and patting an end to this corrupt sys-
tem, for it can bs termed nothing- else, that has
been carried on in reference to this subject of in-
ternal improvement in onr legislative halls for
the hut few yean. I date not, because I cannot
doit without violating, tbe courtesy which is duo
to another body, express tbe depth of feeling,
which I entertain on that subject, and I fear that
we shall be too late in oar action in regard to it.
There is a race going on between this body and
the one sitting in the capitol yonder, and I am
afraid tbey<will get the victory— that we shall
be too late— and that we shall be very much in
the position, if! may nse a homely phrase, of
locking np tbe staWe afttr tbe bora* is Helen.—
As I rsmarkedjost now, 1 am perfectly persuaded

in that respect— all sncb guards against tbe
abase of Ibis tax-paying and revenue appropria-
ting power, as we have a right to demand, or at
all seed. It may be done in1 such a way too, as
at the same time «o place the system of internal
improvement upon an infinitely more stable ba-
sis, and lead to the adoption of a just system of
development of the resources of the State more
safely, more rapidly, and infinitely more widely
than is now going on in onr legislative balls.—
That is the proposition which, at the proper
time, if it shall Ml to my lot to address tbe com-
mittee, I shall endeavor to maintain.

The gentleman from Faoqnier remarked in re-
gard to this slave question, that he had no diffi-
enlty or apprehension on that subject. I do not
concur with him in this opinion. I am perfectly
willing to' confide in onr brethren, in every, part J
of the State upon tbi» subject at present. I have
nn distrust of onr western brethren now.* But I
trust that tbe work of our bands will last at least
ten or twenty years, and by that time a new gene-
ration will have sprung up, and we- know not, as
we are told in scripture, what a day may-bring
forth, much lees what a decade ot ten years will
produce in reference to Ibis delicate and impor-
tant subject. .
