The Nassree was an English vessel, 500 tons bur-
den, partly manned by a-Earopean crew, and for
sume yenrs has been trading bétween Bombay and

April she waa chartered fo convey a number of pil—
erims (who were returning afier a lenzthened Pil-
grimage through Arabia, to warions parts of India)
on a voyage to Bombay. Sbhe was fitted up secor-
dingly, anid on taking ber departare, had, besiles
her erew, no fewer than 400 people on bonrt, oo @
valnable cargo. The eatastrophe Bappened on the
nicht of the 17th of June. The evening previous the
captain sighted Bombav, but soon afterwards the
weather set in thick, with rain and heavy sqoalls
blowing on the land, amid which the ship got rudder
unshipped, and in consequence became nnmanageable.
The passenzers ascertaining the perilons position
of the vessel. and that she was driving ashore, he-
came frapntie, and attempled to escape by the bonts-
The attempt, as may be magined, proved fatal. A
tremendous rash iostantly capsized them, and at
leasf 60 perizhed. * The destruction of the ill-fated
vessel soon followed.
