When the attempt wras first made in this regios of
Virginia 20 form an association for the purpose of ad-
vaaciog the agricultural, mechanical, manufacturing and
other eaterprises eommon o this district, it metwith
apparent suceess. Mauny were loud in their gratula-
tions, and manifested a willingness to put their sheuld-
ers maofully to the whei and push on the good work.
Bat in a short time, the novelty wearing off, there are
those who would be delizhted 20 sec this, as any cther
similar undertaking, fall throuzh. The long to be la-
meated Joha 8. Skinner, for many years the able edi-
tor of the Amerieag Farmer, and afterwards of the
Ploagk, the Loom, aud the Anvil, in an article. stated
asa fct, that in agricultural eaterprise, Virginians
would talk more, promise everything, and do less than
any other people to be foupd.
