They wonld thea be inde-
pendent men—selec.ingapuiftcajrent and not look-
ing to him for favors aa his clients and pensioners,
he, too. would be independent and uu'.r uuel.etl. to
act for tlie public interest, lor he wouM be under
•• bargain and sale' to no part of his constituents.
They would not be bis tools, nor would be be theirs;

Having developed the princl[«Ie, I will now sug-
gest, briefly, the details to put il Into practice.

In all county t-lections, draw ont a nominating
body from all the voters of a party, of one hundred.
Within ten itays, (or a shorter time if advisable,)
let them meet at the -('onrt-house and proceed to
make this nominations, counting not only the votes
of those present, but of those of tbe body who may
iisrnity tbeir vote l.y writing. If a majority is not
thns obtained, thru those present in the met ting to
se'.ect t'.ie camiidiv.es from the three highest on the
list, if there be more than f-vo voted fur.

In all nominations in which counties must co-o^r
erate—whether for Slate Senate or Ccnaress—tlnuv
out from tbe voters of a party in each county, a
nominating budy. to meet at the place ajrced on, ol'
fitly. Wiihin ten days, (or the tiine dtciued best,)
let them proceftl T.o muke the nominwtUm, counting
not only the votes of those present, bat also, tlw
votes of those who may signify il by ivr litiir. If no
numination is ellectfl, then those present in thi
niectinp to select 'he candidate from the three hiifb-
est on lhe list, if there be more lhau two—or to d«^
cide between them.
